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VA Proposal Would Let Nurses Take On Imaging Duties

Dear Colleague,

We are writing to inform you of a regulatory proposal introduced by the U.S. Department of Veterans
Affairs.

Under this proposal, advanced practice registered nurses would possess full practice authority, without
clinical supervision or mandatory collaboration with physicians. Full practice authority includes the ability

to, "Order, perform, supervise, and interpret laboratory and imaging studies" in VA facilities.

As we continue to push the envelope of innovation lets join together to ensure our foundation and core
values, patient care, advocacy, and safety, are protected. The AVIR advocates that all patients who
require imaging receive care from certified technologists who possess the education and expertise to
provide and perform advanced imaging procedures. Please join your voice to ours as we speak up

against this proposed change.
